You will be asked to: 

1. Find a noun, adjective, verb and adverb in a sentence.  

2. Re-write a sentence with the correct punctuation marks: 

• capital letter, comma and full stop 

• comma for lists 

• comma splicing  

• colon to introduce a list 

• semi-colon to separate two independent clauses / sentences  

• apostrophes (possessive, omission) 

• speech marks 

• parenthesis (rounded brackets) 

• hyphens (dashes) 

• exclamation and question marks  

3. Know when to start a new paragraph
